First reading and introduction Ordinance 2011 – 05 entitled, AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, PROVIDING FOR THE LICENSING OF ALARM PERMITS, A REGULATORY SCHEME FOR ADMINISTERING AND MANAGING THE BOROUGH’S RESPONSE TO ALARMS, SERVICE FEES, APPEAL PROCESS AND PROVIDING OTHER MATTERS PROPERLY RELATING THERETO.

Council Member Brian Taboada reported that Island Heights Public Works has begun the removal of the old wood chips at the Wes Wilber Memorial Playground.  New fill is being procured and should come in a few weeks.  The contractor is anxious to start work and the playground equipment is under wraps at the public works yard.   I would like to thank Rob Harrington and Island Heights Recreation for coordinating this effort and look forward to our new playground.  The Island Heights Board of Education meeting highlights are as follows:
1. We approved a new three (3) year teacher contract.
2. We entered into a new shared service agreement with Berkeley Township for child study team services at a $15,000.00 savings per year.
3. The BOE recognized Robert Wilber for his six (6) years of service, five (5) of them as President, to the Island Heights Grade School BOE.
4. The Board has worked hard to contain costs and encourages everyone to vote on April 27th from 2:00 PM – 9:00 PM.  If you would like information on the local school budget it can be viewed on the school website. (www.islandheights.k12.nj.us)
5. May 16th at 12:30 PM there will be a PTO sponsored bullying assembly for all students, parents and community members who wish to attend.
