Council President Al Gabriel was absent. 
Council Member John Bendel gave the following report submitted by Betsy Hyle on behalf of Friends of the Library:  Betsy asked Council to accept with regret the resignation of Trustee Muriel Rosenfeld and to thank her for her volunteer service to the library.  Betsy asked Council to name Sally Gauntt as a Trustee to the Island Heights Library for a term beginning immediately and running until June 30, 2012.

Further, Betsy reported, the Trustees would like to hold a fundraiser book sale on Thursday, Friday and Saturday September 22-24 to coincide with that Saturday’s town wide yard sale.  They would use borough hall starting that Tuesday to collect donated books, arrange them for sale, and sell them on those three days.   Betsy said the library is paying an outside person to clean the library once a week.  However, the library needs a mid-week cleaning.  Weekly traffic at the library averages 800-900 people.  The economy and the hot weather have made the library a very busy place and the library staff is not in position to be doing more than spot cleaning as necessary.  Friends of the Library request that Council consider having Public Works do the mid-week cleaning each Wednesday morning before the library opens. Perhaps this could be done as part of the weekly Public Works work plan which includes cleaning other public buildings such as borough hall.

Council Member Greg Heizler had no report.
Council Member Joe Rogalski reported that installation of a new HVAC system will begin shortly with no cost to the borough within the police department as the result of a state grant. New systems have already been installed in both buildings of the borough municipal complex. Again special thanks to Mary Judge and Peggy Bendel for making this all happen.
