SPECIAL ITEM OF REVENUE IN THE BUDGET OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40A:4-87 (Chapter 159, P.L. 1948).

The money raised will supplement the programming budget at our Island Heights branch.  Thanks to all who helped with weeding, planting, and exterior painting, at the library.  As soon as the weather breaks, we will finish up painting the front entrance.  Special thanks to the Island Heights Community Club which donated six beautiful mums to dress up the library garden for fall.  In other Library news, the next book club discussion is Tuesday, October 11 at 11:00 AM.  The book is Little Bee by Chris Cleave.  You can pick up the book at the library front desk.  Please stop by the library for a calendar of events.  Some terrific programs going on in October include a local author with her seeing-eye dog, how to make the most of “couponing”, brain games, and seeing wild birds through winter.  A Library Wish List item:  if anyone has gently used LEGOS they could donate to the library it would be most appreciated.  Rachael, our librarian, has been offering terrific Lego programs, but it’s getting harder and harder to borrow them from the main branch.  Having our own supply would make them readily available for our kid programs anytime. There will be other architectural enhancement's to the post office structure and will include multiple gazebos and custom landscape design plan.  The present design plan will soon be available for viewing at the borough office as will also be posted on the front glass of the post office in the weeks to come.
