Council Member John Bendel reported that he had just learned that the Island Heights Volunteer Fire Company recently had to pay $8,000 for a needed parking lot repaving. Mr. Bendel noted that previously the borough had helped pay, if not entirely pay, for just such work.  Unfortunately, this occurred the same year that the Fire Company’s traditional allotment in the borough budget had been reduced from $20,000 to $15,000.  The result, Mr. Bendel said, is a $13,000 hit to the Fire Company budget, which has to cover many items required to maintain a viable service to meet government standards as well as those of most homeowner’s insurance carriers. 

Council Member Greg Heizler did not have a report.
Council Member Joe Rogalskion behalf of the Police Department wished everyone Happy Holidays.  In addition, Mr. Rogalski mentioned that the Police Department will be posting the snow emergency parking regulations.  He also thanked Mary Judge and Peggy Bendel for their part in the borough receiving the grant to upgrade the HVAC in the municipal buildings.
